	CONDITIONS

	CURRENT SITUATION (as of 1600 PM on 01JUN23): Per the NWS Reno, thunderstorms expected again this afternoon but less numerous, flooding concerns persist.  Seasonal temperatures will keep snowmelt stagnant through the end of the week, though minor warming over the weekend may briefly increase snowmelt.  Unsettled, stormy weather is favored for next week beginning on Sunday.  The East Fork/Mainstem Walker River will continue to see moderate flooding and the Carson River system will continue to see minor impacts in agriculture and open spaces. The Humboldt River will see rises this week as flows work their way towards Winnemucca and Imlay.  The Walker River near Wabuska is at moderate flood stage of 12.2 feet. The Walker River near Mason – Snyder Lane is at moderate flood stage at 11.29 feet. The East Fork Carson River near Gardnerville is at near flood level of 12.77 feet.  A Flood Advisory is in effect through 02JUN23 in Lyon County for a dam floodgate release. Per the NWS Elko, afternoon and evening shower and thunderstorm activity across much of the region. The Humboldt River a Comus is at moderate flood stage of 10.9 feet.  The Humboldt River at Battle Mountain is at moderate flood stage of 10.68 feet.  Humboldt River at Palisade is at near flood stage of 6.62 feet.  Flood Warning continues for Humboldt River affecting Elko, Lander and Humboldt counties and moderate flooding is forecast for the Lower Humboldt areas of Palisade, Battle Mountain and Comus.
